General Leadership Responsibilities

parts of the troop uniform, shirt tucked in, with all required badges in their correct locations.  

Behavior: Set the example by living the Scout Oath and Law in your everyday life. Show Scout Spirit in 
everything you say and do.  

Attendance: Regularly attends troop meetings, campouts, and events during his service period.  

Specific Job Responsibilities 
 Serves as a communication link between the lodge or chapter and the troop or team.    

 Teaches the troop about the OA and informs them about the activities of the local lodge. 

 Wears the Lodge Flap on his uniform 

 Regularly participates in lodge events. 

 Encourages OA candidates to complete their Ordeal weekend within one year.  

 Encourages year round and resident camping in the unit.  

 Encourages older Scout participation in high adventure programs.  

 Encourages Scouts to actively participate in community service projects.  

 Encourages Arrowmen to assume leadership positions in the unit.
